ments.  In collaboration with Sound Art, the class is expertly taught by 
professional musicians, Lisa Marie Maestas and Tracey Singleton.  At 
the end of the year, the participants traveled to each of the other five 
LACER schools to perform, meet their peers and hone their skills with 
other after school musicians in LACER classes.  Over 1,300 students
